BIOGRAPHICAL NOTE:  Anne Hill attended Shenandoah Conservatory of Music in 

Dayton, VA 1949-54 and sang in the choir in EUB church as a student and later as a 

resident, directed the choir.  Shenandoah Conservatory of Music was founded in 1875 by 

A. P. Funkhouser and located in Dayton, VA.  In the late 1950’s the college moved to 

Winchester, VA and was renamed Shenandoah University. 

 

Dayton High School was located in Dayton Virginia.  It is no longer a high school as it 

was replaced by Turner Ashby High School in the mid 1950’s.  The original Dayton High 

School building is now occupied by the Dayton Learning Center.
